EUGNOSIA CONSULTANT AGREEMENT
This is a Computer Consultant Services Agreement ("Agreement") between { Client }, referred to in this Agreement as "Client," and Eugnosia, referred to in this Agreement as "Consultant." Client is a {  State } company, organization, or individual located at { Address }. Consultant is located at 18526 52nd Avenue West, B1, Lynnwood, WA 98037. Client and Consultant are collectively referred to in this Agreement as the "Parties."

RECITALS

1. Client authorizes the following services ("Service") to be performed by Consultant:

(a). The design of graphics ("Graphic") and/or a website ("Website") for the World Wide Web and/or print. Consultant agrees, based on information and data supplied by Client, to design and draft a Website and/or Graphics suitable to be placed on the Internet or printed by a third party. 
(b). Consultant agrees to take reasonable steps to register Client's Website with Internet Search Engines. Additional marketing must be obtained by the Client.
(c). Consultant makes no warranties concerning the potential "downtime" or interruption of service of the computers maintained by the web hosting provider resold by the Consultant.
CONSULTATION SERVICES

2. Eugnosia agrees to act as Consultant and to advise Client with respect to the development of the Service. The Parties agree that any written or oral consultation provided by Consultant is advisory, involving Consultant's judgment based on education and experience, and that there is no guarantee of any particular result from the consultation.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS

3. Client and Consultant agree that Consultant shall act as an independent contractor. The Consultant is not to be deemed an employee of Client. Client retains the right to exercise final judgment with respect to the ultimate development of the Service and has responsibility for such development, although the details of the services shall be within the discretion of the Consultant.

MATERIALS

4. Except for services that must be performed on or with Client's computers or Service, Consultant shall provide data and information used in performing the services described in this Agreement. Client is responsible for supplying any textual materials to Consultant to be included on the Website. Text is to be in editable format such as ASCII or Word and can be provided as email attachment or on disc.
COMPENSATION

5. (a). Consultant shall be paid ${ Dollars } deposit up front and the remaining balance of ${ Dollars } plus any additional compensation for Services beyond the original design estimate is payable upon invoice receipt. Updates will be performed at the rate of $25 per hour or at the published rate of each individual item added to your Website or print portfolio during the term of this Agreement. Client is also responsible for all yearly Website hosting costs.
(b). Monthly billing shall commence 45 days after signed Agreement date. You will receive an invoice prepared by Consultant by the first of each month following performance of duties described in Agreement. Client agrees to make payment on each invoice, and payments are due upon receipt. The failure of Client to make payment on any invoice within 30 days after its receipt by Client shall be cause for Consultant to terminate this Agreement.

EXPENSES

6. Client shall reimburse Consultant for expenses that are reasonably incurred by Consultant in the performance of this Agreement.

CONFIDENTIALITY

7. (a). Consultant agrees that all confidential information ("Confidential Information") communicated to Consultant with respect to the services, including any Confidential Information gained by Consultant or its representatives by reason of association or employment with Client or its associates is confidential. Client shall make reasonable efforts to mark as confidential any materials to be protected pursuant to this paragraph.

(b). Consultant promises and agrees that Consultant shall not disclose any Confidential Information to any other person unless specifically authorized in writing by Client to do so, except to the extent disclosure is required by subpoena or an Order from a court of competent jurisdiction.

(c). Consultant shall use its best efforts to prevent inadvertent disclosure of any Confidential Information to any third party.

(d). Client agrees that Consultant may utilize the Website in its promotional materials and brochures, and may but is not required to include a link to Client's page in Consultant's Website or in any other page designed by Consultant.

OWNERSHIP OF WORK PRODUCT

8. (a). Client agrees that any domain names, Graphics and/or Websites that are conceived, developed, written, or contributed by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, either individually or in collaboration with others, shall belong to and be the sole property of Consultant. Upon payment in full, all finished products, supporting digital files and domain names shall become property of the Client. The Consultant shall retain ownership of all preliminary design work not used in the finished products.
(b). Client agrees that its webpages will at all times prominently display the legend: "Designed and Hosted by Eugnosia". Client agrees to utilize Consultant for any updates or changes to its webpages at the hourly rates stated herein.

USE OF COPYRIGHTED MATERIALS

9. Consultant warrants that any materials provided by Consultant for use by Client pursuant to this Agreement shall not contain any proprietary material owned by any other party that is protected under the Copyright Act or any other similar law. Consultant shall be solely responsible for ensuring that any materials provided by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement satisfy this requirement and Consultant agrees to hold Client harmless from all liability or loss to which Client is exposed on account of Consultant's failure to perform this duty.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

10. This Agreement is terminable by either party with or without cause.

ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT

11. Neither of the Parties may assign this Agreement or any rights under the Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party.

GOVERNING LAW

12. The Parties agree that this Agreement has been made in Washington State and that it shall be governed by and construed pursuant to the laws of Washington State.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

13. This Agreement is the complete and exclusive statement of the mutual understanding of the parties. This Agreement supersedes and cancels all previous written and oral agreements and communications between the Parties relating to the consultant services that are the subject matter of this Agreement.

NOTICE

14. Any notice required or permitted by this Agreement shall be deemed to have been completed if in writing and delivered personally or mailed by first-class, registered, or certified mail, postage prepaid to the other party.

(a). Notices to Client shall be sent to: { Client Address }.

(b). Notices to Consultant shall be sent to: Eugnosia, 18526 52nd Avenue West, B1, Lynnwood, WA 98037.

ATTORNEY'S FEES

15. If any legal action is necessary to enforce the terms of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney's fees in addition to any other relief to which that party may be entitled.

SEVERABILITY

16. If any court of competent jurisdiction determines that any part of this Agreement is invalid or unenforceable, that determination shall not impair or nullify the remainder of this Agreement.

AMENDMENT

17. The Parties agree that they may amend this Agreement only by a written agreement duly executed by persons authorized to execute agreements on behalf of the Parties.

FORCE MAJEURE

18. In the event that performance by Consultant of any of its obligations under the terms of this agreement shall be interrupted or delayed by an act of nature, by acts of war, riot, or civil commotion, by failure of computer equipment, including loss of power or data, or by an act of State, by strikes, fire, flood, or by the occurrence of any other event beyond the control of the parties hereto, that party shall be excused from such performance for the same amount of time as such occurrence shall have lasted or such period of time as is reasonably necessary after such occurrence abates for the effect thereof to have dissipated.
